Accommodations

Students will:
1. Demonstrate an understanding of the basic elements of music specified for this grade by creating and performing music;

2. Use grade-level music terminology correctly;

3. Read and perform simple rhythmic patterns in 4/4 time; 
4. Create and perform musical compositions (a soundtrack) that show appropriate use of some of the elements of music;

5. Explain the effects of different musical choices.

This assessment addresses the following objectives from the Matrix of Creativity Objectives for Music/Elementary School Level:

1. Demonstrates mental audiation (the ability to mentally manipulate sounds, musical passages and meaning) by predicting how changes made to a sound “image” will change its meaning(s).
2. Improvises in response to unanticipated insights, deviations or teacher-imposed constraints/challenges that reframe experience.
3. Attends to and follows prompts inherent in the character of sound-making tools (voice, instrument, “found” sound, etc.) when producing original music compositions.
4. Produces musical compositions (e.g. improvisations, compositional fragments or complete compositions) in response to open-ended prompts, themes, and narratives without the teacher providing a model.
5. Self-monitors to reflect on and guide the compositional process; identifies what they do not yet know and strategies for discovering/learning it
Materials and Resources Required

· Video camera (optional—teacher may choose to videotape the student performances)

Rubric

Introduce the task-specific rubric to the students prior to the administration of the task. Review the rubric with the students and ensure that each student understands the criteria and the descriptions for achievement at each level. 

Allow ample class time for a thorough reading and discussion of the assessment criteria outlined on the rubric.

Some students may perform below Level 1. It will be important to note the characteristics of their work in relation to the criteria in the assessment rubric and to provide feedback to help them improve.

TIPS:

TEACHING TIP: Be sure to include “sneak preview” segments in your lessons throughout the year, including activities using notation, composing measures, how music can enhance images or movie scenes, musical forms (AB, ABA, rondo, canon…), using different tempos, dynamics, and instruments to change the feeling of music. Familiarize students with the “Reflection for Success” process above so that they understand that reflection is a vital part of creating quality work in any area.

TEAM TIPS: Portions of this assessment involve group work. Depending on your school climate you may choose to assign teams or allow students to select their teammates. Teams should be set and have a chance to work cooperatively a few times BEFORE the assessment is administered so you can ensure that teams will work cooperatively and effectively.

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Teacher Script and Assessment Instructions:

Items in italics: Teachers should read aloud.

Underlined items in italics: Key ideas. You may repeat these key words as you monitor each section.

Items in brackets: action item e.g. [pass out papers]

CLASS PERIOD #1
Setting the Scenario

[pass out Student Assessment Packets and pencils & students should have access to instruments]
 [point out the SIX picture choices]
Imagine that your team has been selected to compose a movie rhythm soundtrack. The director needs music to enhance a very short scene that is being filmed. You have been asked to work with a small group of friends to create a short composition that will set the mood for this scene. 

The rhythm soundtrack should have an interesting tempo, tone color, and dynamics. One way of creating interesting music is to include both sound AND silence, so you should consider using notes AND rests in your rhythm pattern. Don’t forget to indicate the speed and volume of your work and the instrument you will use. Also, consider the setting, time period, and mood of the scene and how you can use you rhythm patterns to give the viewers a deeper experience. Think of ways that you can use instruments to show exactly what is going on.
PAGE 1: Choose Your Scene (10-15 min.) TEAMS of ~4 (3 or 5 is okay)
Look at these pictures. You and your Team will have 10 minutes to discuss “what is going on” and consider the musical possibilities of each picture. Your group should decide which picture you’d like to use for your soundtrack and circle it on your paper. If you can’t come to a Team decision I will assign your picture choice.
Using the Musical Signs and Symbols chart and what you already know about music consider the timbres (instrumental sounds), tempo, and dynamics that you could use to set the scene. You may want to write down interesting ideas that you’d like to explore on the back of your page 1. Once your team’s ideas are decided upon, you will separate to work on your own individual rhythm patterns and ideas for about 20 minutes.
[Students should check off the appropriate boxes on Check Your Progress chart]

PAGE 2: Musical Planning Worksheet INDIVIDUAL work (20-30 min.)

[Students move away from others. They may choose to experiment with instruments during this time]

Move to your own space so you can work on your Musical Planning Worksheet ( pg 2).  Read and think about what you will write in each box. You should use this time to write your ideas using the graphic organizer at the top of the page that support your picture. Then create and practice a 4 measure rhythm pattern and notate it in the space given.  You may use the Musical Signs and Symbols chart on page 1 as a reference. 
I have posted a “notation bank” of notes and rests that you may use to write your rhythm patterns. You may use other notes that are not shown. 

Keep in mind the picture your group is using and the timbres, tempo, and dynamics that your team discussed. Be sure to include written instructions about all of your ideas on the page!
[Students should check off the appropriate boxes on Check Your Progress chart]
If you have time during Class Period #1 you may choose to go on to Page 3 OR you may choose to allow students to continue practicing or working on their musical ideas individually.
CLASS PERIOD #2
[pass out Student Assessment Packets and pencils, students should have access to instruments]
PAGE 3: Our Team’s Rhythm Soundtrack TEAM work (20-30 min.)
Review your work from last class period and check your work for accuracy. Decide about your team’s compositional form (order) you will use to play your rhythms. Then you will write your rhythm patterns on the Our Team’s Rhythm Soundtrack page. Each team member will write his/her own FINAL rhythm pattern, dynamics, tempo and title on their teammates’ papers. 
Do not read aloud

Example: If John is #1, Paul is #2, George is #3, Ringo is #4

John #1 will write his own rhythm pattern on Paul’s then George’s, then Ringo’s paper on line #1 
At the same time Paul #2 will write his own on John’s then George’s then Ringo’s paper on line #2

And so on. 

The easiest way to achieve this is for the students to sit in a circle or at a table and pass their papers to each other as they finish. Students should copy their own FINAL (best) rhythm pattern from their own paper to ensure consistency.

Once all rhythms are copied your team should choose a conductor who will set the tempo and start the piece by saying, “1, 2, ready, go.” Your team should practice playing your composition from start to finish several times and make any changes that will make the composition more effective. Use the Reflection for Success as a guide, if necessary. Be sure to include written instructions about your ideas on this page.
During this time teacher will allow students to perform their work as they are ready.

PAGE 4: Reflecting on Performance Worksheet INDIVIDUAL Work (10-15 min.)
Reflect for a few moments about the process you used to develop your part of your team’s work, then think about how your team worked together to create a unified composition. Using the Reflecting on Performance worksheet, record your ideas and thoughts .Be sure to answer each question completely!
[Students should check off the appropriate boxes on Check Your Progress chart]
